A Story of Courage and Survival

25 During the Second World War, the city of| ROUND
Leningrad (now St. Petersburg) endured one
of the most brutal sieges in history. For 872
days, the city was by enemy forces,
cutting off supplies and trapping its people
inside. In spite of endless bombings and air
raids, the heroic defenders of Leningrad
stood strong, refusing to surrender.
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26 The life in the city during the siege was| STARVE
absolutely unbearable. became
a household word as food supplies ran
dangerously low.

27 Yet, even in those hard times, the people of| CREDIBLE
Leningrad showed resilience
28 One lifeline was the Road of Life, a DANGER

route across frozen Lake Ladoga. That icy
path was used to bring food and supplies into
the city and evacuate civilians. Many people
risked their lives traveling this road under
constant enemy fire.

29 Despite the hardships, Leningrad’s spirit| PRICE
remained unbroken. Suffering from fierce
hunger and different diseases citizens of
Leningrad protected masterpieces
of art, and poets wrote about hope and
resistance. The siege finally ended in 1944,
but the memory of Leningrad’s bravery lives
on as a symbol of human endurance.

Dmitri  Shostakovich’s
Seventh Symphony, also
known as the Leningrad
Symphony, became a pow-
erful [30] of resis-
tance during the darkest
days of the Nazi siege.
Composed as the city
struggled to [31]
with starvation, bombard-
ment, and despair, the mu-
sic echoed the unbreakable
[32] of its people.

At its premiere in 1942, the orchestra [33] was a
miracle — musicians who had [34] out of food and strength
still mustered the energy to perform. The symphony’s triumphant
march [35] the spirits of a city on the brink, transforming into
an anthem of hope.

More than just a musical masterpiece, Shostakovich’s work was
a battle cry — proof that [36] when bullets and supplies ran
low, courage and art could never be silenced.

The Heroic Stand of the Podolsk Cadets

[30] to histo-
rical records, in Octo-
ber 1941, as German
forces advanced on
their [31] to Mos-
cow in a desperate bid
to seize the Soviet capi-
tal, an extraordinary
group of young defen-
ders rose to the chal-
lenge — the Podolsk
cadets. This combined detachment was formed from cadets of the
Podolsk Artillery and Infantry Schools. They [32] to train for
military service but were hastily deployed to the front lines near
Maloyaroslavets and Ilyinsky. Armed only with rifles and grenades,
those 3,500 young soldiers faced a vastly superior enemy force, in-
cluding tanks and heavy artillery. [33] , they were outnum-
bered.

For two brutal weeks, the cadets held their ground against relent-
less German assaults. They fought with unmatched courage, repel-
ling attack after attack. Their resistance had no [34] on the
enemy’s numerical advantage, but they still inflicted heavy losses—
dozens of tanks destroyed and approximately 5,000 German soldiers
killed or wounded.

[35] , the cadets bought critical time for Soviet forces to re-
inforce Moscow’s defences, ultimately helping to turn the tide of the
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battle. Most of the cadets fell in battle, but their legacy remains fa-
miliar [36] all who honor their courage.
The feat of the Podolsk cadets endures as a symbol of brav-
ery and loyalty. Their memory lives on in monuments and street
names — a testament to those who stood firm in the darkest hour.
