. Sometimes weather may become violent and cause destruction. Raindrops often
freeze in big thunderclouds at heights. The pieces of ice fall through the cloud and
are carried up again, so more ice freezes on them. This can happen many times,
building up hailstones that can be bigger than chicken eggs. Such hailstones may
damage constructions and cars, and hurt people and animals.

. Rain may seem fun for children especially in summer. However, heavy rain can be
dangerous and it sometimes leads to floods when rivers overflow. The water may
rise slowly, but there are sometimes “flash floods” that sweep everything around.
Floods can destroy homes and even swamp cities. There are sometimes big floods
in the Far East of Russia.

. Warm, moist air usually spirals up into the cloud and builds up thunderclouds.
This process sometimes can turn into a tornado which is a swirling vortex of
rising air. The speed of tornadoes can exceed 500 kmph, and a tornado can become
deadly. Such winds can easily rip the roof off a building or even move a car.

. On a hot sunshine day water evaporates and rises into the air. It cools and forms
clouds there. The height of some clouds can be 15 km or more. They contain a huge
weight of water that is finally released in heavy thunderstorms. Thunderstorms
are typical for hot countries, but they also happen in cooler countries often in
summer.

. Meteorologists usually predict weather using satellite images of weather
phenomena. They also collect data on wind, temperature, air pressure, and other
variables, and feed them into computers that are programmed with mathematical
models of the atmosphere. The computers use the new data to predict how the
atmosphere may react and produce a weather forecast this way.

About one-half of Australia is desert called the “Outback”. The name comes
from the words “out in the back of the mountains and cities”. This is the huge and
distant area of the country. The weather here is very hot and dry with strong winds.
Sometimes it doesn’t rain for years, but when it does, there are big floods, that’s why
very few people actually live in the Outback. Those who live in the Outback often own
cattle or sheep farms called “stations”.

Life is pretty hard there, mostly because of the distances. It may take a day or
two to drive to a nearby station or town. Australians who own the farms usually go

to town once a week or even once a month!

The station homes are large because they are used for different purposes. First,
there should be enough space for visitors to stay overnight. Also, there are extra
rooms where people keep food and supplies.
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Life in the Outback is different in other ways, too. People get mail once a week.
Children don’t go to school every day. They study in the so-called “School of the Air”
where they have online lessons.

Most stations have an area for airplanes to land. When the farmers get sick, they
call the Royal Flying Doctor service, an aeromedical health service for those who
live, work or travel in the Outback. A doctor gives advice over the radio or online and
visits sick people in an airplane and takes them to the nearest hospital if necessary.

On the one hand, life in the Outback is difficult, but on the other, people here are
close to nature and have a lot of freedom.

Do you know that some celebrations are not so old as they may seem? For example,
the idea of Father’s Day dates back to the beginning of the 20th century. People
believe that an American lady named Sonora Smart Dodd was the one who got the
idea for such a celebration.

When Sonora was young, her mother died, and her father brought up the girl and
her five brothers and sisters on his own. He was such a good father, that Sonora
wanted to find a way to honour him and thank him for everything. She was sure
there should be a celebration similar to “Mother’s Day” to honour people like her
dad. Local authorities supported the idea, and the first Father’s Day was celebrated
on June 19th, 1910 in Spokane, Washington. People say that Sonora chose June
because her father was born in June.

Unfortunately, Father’s Day did not become popular. Even though the American
President Woodrow Wilson gave his approval by celebrating Father’s Day privately
with his family in 1916, people seemed to lose interest in the idea.
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Later, in 1924, President Calvin Coolidge supported this celebration. He suggested
that Father’s Day should become an official national holiday. Unfortunately, no one
took his recommendation seriously. Only over forty years later, in 1966, President
Lyndon Johnson announced that Father’s Day would be an official national holiday.
They even set the date for the holiday, every third Sunday in June.

Even so, the holiday was not officially recognised until 1972, when President
Richard Nixon signed the law that made Father’s Day an official holiday to be
celebrated every year on the third Sunday in June.
