A. People have always liked amusement rides. One of the most popular rides is a
rollercoaster, for sure. The first rollercoasters were actually Russian ice-slides,
popular in the 16th century. Riders used to climb up the steps at the back of the ice-
slide, and then speed down a wooden slope covered in slippery ice. Today, there are
metal or wooden slides in Russian playgrounds.

B. Historians are not sure who first added wheels and created a real “rolling
coaster” similar to that we have today. Some think the Russians did this. They made
little carriages that went over hills on a small railway track. Others say it was the
French who first used wheeled carriages on top of the long slides.

C. The first loop on a ride appeared in Paris, France. In 1846, the French opened
a 13-metre high rollercoaster ride with a four-metre loop in it. People rode down a
slope in a little carriage and went through a small metal circle. In 1884, LaMarcus
Thompson made the first rollercoaster in the USA. It went at the top speed of nearly
10 km per hour.

D. During the 20th century, rollercoasters became extremely popular. In 1999,
nearly 120 new or rebuilt rollercoasters appeared around the world. Today there
are more than 900 rides and people still build them. There is a rollercoaster in
Moscow, Russia in “Skazka” theme park. The coaster is not very big, but it is fun!

E. The world’s tallest rollercoaster is called ‘Kingda Ka’, and is in New Jersey,
USA. It is 138 metres high and the train runs 200 km per hour. The fastest
rollercoaster is Formula Rossa in Abu Dhabi. The speed of the train is 240 km per
hour.
