THE FRESCOES OF ANCIENT
EGYPT. THREE QUEENS
OF EGYPT

The history of Ancient Egypt still excites a
lot of explorers. This civilization appeared be-
fore thousands years of Christ’s Birth. Egyp-
tians built gigantic pyramids — unthinkable
miracle of greatest engineering technologies.

Pyramids of Cheops, the mystery of Sphinx
became symbols of Ancient Egypt long ago.

There are frescoes on the walls of ancient
temples which impress by abundance of plots
and brightness of colors.

Prosperity of Egypt happened at the time
of Amenkhatep’s the 3¢ — The Pharaoh of the
famous 18" dynasty of Egyptian pharaohs —
the father of the future Pharaoh Akhenaten
who was the most revolutionary pharaoh.

He cancelled the cult of supreme God of
Egypt Amon and ordered to worship to Aton,
the God of Sun RA. Akhenaten built the new
capital of Egypt at the desert and named it
Amarna. He and his wife Nefertiti estab-
lished the new religion cult during 17 years.
Full of hatred priests of Amon prepared the
upheaval. They tried to wipe names of Nefer-
titi and Akhenaten off from the history of

Egypt.

Amarna city was destroyed but there are
some ruins remained and modern archeolo-
gists found the bust of Nefertiti — the fa-
mous artifact of the ancient world history.

There is more interesting story of Cleo-
patra and her sister Arsinoe, daughters of
Ptolemy the 12* who was the Pharaoh of the
last dynasty of Egypt, founded by Ptolemy
the 1st the martial leader of Alexander Make-
donsky, who conquered Egypt in 332 B. C.
The destiny of Cleopatra connected with
names of Gaius Julius Caesar, Mark Antonii,

They cursed each
other: Cleopatra prayed to goddess Isida and
Arsinoe asked for help of Artemida and as
aresult of this hostility Arsinoe was poisoned
by Cleopatra. At that moment Octavian de-
stroyed the army of Mark Antony and Mark
Antony died on Cleopatra’s hands. Cleopatra
did not wish to obey Oktavian and she made
the decision to die... Those tragic events ap-
proached the end of the Ptolemei’s era and
the decline of Ancient Egypt civilization.

The music of this concert expresses char-
acters of famous heroes of Ancient Egypt.
The concert begins by themes of pyramids
and Nile river — the major symbols of Egypt
civilization. Music is drawing greatness of
mysterious pyramids and their power be-
yond time.
