Cicero’s Light Bulb.

The main goals for persuading: stimulate the audience’s emotions,
change its opinion, get it to act.

Three persuasive steps: change the audience’s mood, change the audi-
ence’s mind, fill the audience with the desire to act.

. Cicero’s Five Canons of Persuasion.

a) Invention (defining the goal of speech, clarifying the issue, de-
fining audience’s values, forming the central idea).

b) Arrangement (ethos, logos, pathos).

c) Style (values of style: proper language, clarity, vividness, deco-
rum, ornament).

d) Memory (the Roman tradition of memorizing things; “a person-
al memory house/landscape/villa™).

e) Methods of delivery (manuscript, memorized, impromptu, ex-
temporaneous speaking). Definition of each method, advantag-
es/disadvantages of each method, delivery cues.

. The Outline of Public Speech.

Introduction, narration, division, proof, refutation, conclusion.

. Non-Verbal Delivery Cues.

a) Eye contact (its importance, credibility, priority, inclusion).

b) Gestures of repeating, contradicting, substituting, complement-
ing, emphasizing, regulating. Guidelines by which to judge
effective gestures. Inappropriate gestures.

¢) Movement (purpose, physical behavior, immediacy, transitions).

Vocal Delivery.
Volume of the voice, articulation, pronunciation, rate.
